Preregistration deadline postmarked on or before April 22. Late registration, (email or post) will be accepted until Saturday, April 29. 

Entry Fees: $15.00 for 1st class, 2nd class fee is $5.00. There is a two-class limit for all groups.  

Classes: K1, K1W, C1, C1W, C2, C2 Mixed, C-2W, race boats, recreational boats, and open boats. Classes will be grouped as necessary with three boats needed for awards. Team races will be run on Saturday afternoon! 

Water Schedule: Saturday, April 29, Free training on the course as soon as it's set-up. Up to 2:00 p.m. sign up for team races and receive bibs. Start of team races at 3:00 p.m. Two runs each team. 

Sunday, April 30, Bib pick up and check in starting at 9am. At 9:30 a.m. the course closes and the competitor’s meeting begins.  First boat off at 10:00a.m!

Requirements: All paddlers must wear a helmet and a PFD. Boats are expected to have legal, blunt ends. This is a USACK sanctioned race; membership or $10.00 event fee is required with signed USACK waiver. 

Course: This 15-20 gate course is appropriate for beginning and intermediate boaters.

Location: Kishacoquillas Narrows, Yeagertown, PA

Directions: From 322 East or West approx. 3 miles west of Lewistown, take the Burnham exit then left to the east. At the stoplight (Burger King) go left or north through Yeagertown. Just after the town, slow down. The race takes place across the road from Fay Tire on Railroad Way. The site can also be reached from the Belleville/Reedsville exit off of 322. From the Belleville/Reedsville exit, turn onto 655 North. The road comes to a T in 0.1 miles. Turn right at the T onto N Main Street. In approximately 1 1/2 miles, you will see the tire store on the right and Railroad Way on the left. From this direction, Railroad Way is a sharp left, along a curve.

Parking: Parking will be available along the highway at Fay Wagner Tire Store or to the north. There is also a limited amount of space available on the lane leading down to the stream. You may proceed around the barricade and park in that area.

Food: A food booth will be on site Sunday during the race
